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Organizational Background 
The World Literacy Foundation started in 2003 in Melbourne, Australia, to help children access books when unable to access them. We then expanded our reach rapidly to Africa, the United States, and the United Kingdom. Today, each region has a unique program that reflects the needs and culture of each respective community. With these programs, we tackle the challenges of illiteracy. We are a voice for global literacy, seeking to leave a lasting impact that promotes positive change. We complete this work by providing programs that take root in a community. 
Goals
Our foundation has extensive goals that focus on continuing our growth, hoping to see a world of global illiteracy in 2040. During 2022, we served 120,000 individuals, which will continue to grow. We will do this by enhancing our programs, which continue to work with local communities. Disadvantaged children will get more access to renewable technology and educational material. Through these efforts, we will provide a more significant number of children with access to resources previously unavailable while spreading these resources to adults.  
In addition to our programs, we will continue to host our World Book Day avocation and Global Literacy Awards, which raise awareness about illiteracy. An example is our biannual World Literacy Summit, which will continue to educate and advocate for the importance of improving literacy across the globe. Through our efforts, we will continue to expand on all aspects of our foundation throughout the coming years in pursuit of global literacy.
Current Programs
Our global programs encompass many parts of the globe, such as Africa's Sun Books and Australia's Read Out of Poverty. Throughout these regions, over 120,000 children and parents accessed our services, with 91% showing an improvement in literacy skills. We tackle the issue of illiteracy by giving resources to children in these regions while understanding region-dependent needs. Such as the Africa region, where we introduce and maintain sustainable solar-powered technology. Through these programs, we challenge illiteracy, a global issue that costs an estimated $800 billion through our inspection.
Program Request
We request funding of $100,000 to help maintain and expand our programs. We will use this for various operations aiding the fight against illiteracy. The grant will allow us to complete program objectives for each region, such as providing more educational resources such as books or increasing sustainable technology access to most affected areas. This approach to combating illiteracy is practical, as we have seen a substantial increase in literacy skills. At the same time, having locals provides significant input, which allows these programs to take root and deliver lasting impact. 
Evaluation
           Our agency believes that providing in-depth evaluation allows for a substantial impact. We have multiple different impact reports evaluating the programs of each region in detail. We also produce an annual report on the global impact of each program. However, we understand that evaluation can only reveal so much and use local surveys extensively to understand better the people we help. This evaluation has revealed crucial information to our organization. We have found through providing resources such as books that 78% of recipients showed improvement in literacy skills. In addition, 91% of the children who had accessed our resources saw an improvement in their literacy skills.
Collaboration 
           We have a significant focus on collaboration within our agency. Most of our crucial work comes from sources such as volunteers and partners. Our volunteers are dedicated individuals who want to see a lasting impact, with a strong focus on local volunteers. Our partnerships are extensive, having various businesses and communities share their support in their cause of ending literacy. Some of our most prominent partners are organizations such as the Atmosphere Press, The Salvation Army, and African Story Book. These partnerships provide various forms of support, such as delivering supplies or services for our programs. These forces are necessary for the World Literacy Foundation to collaborate as effectively as we do.
Inclusiveness
Our Foundation focuses on inclusivity, empowering, and giving voice to indigenous communities. Local populations are a significant resource for our organization and are central to our team. The community representatives of our team are staff, volunteers, and educators representing and shaping their respective programs. Our ambassador program demonstrates the practice of inclusion. Each year, we educate local individuals to become literacy advocates, giving an inclusive platform of like-minded individuals to eradicate global illiteracy. This platform has reached over 1,500 individuals in more than 110 countries. When these advocates speak within their respective regions, they advocate for educating disadvantaged youth and developing their skills.
Board/Governance
Our board strives to face the critical issues of literacy and education and works diligently to improve our communities. Our committee members are intimately invested in the effectiveness of programs, community outreach, and eradicating global illiteracy, working diligently throughout our agency. Many members of the board work to advance our mission; the most crucial part of their work is the impact reports we produce annually. In addition, our board members are involved with other agencies and institutions, enhancing collaborative opportunities. 
Volunteers
We strive to recruit and utilize volunteers daily. We understand the significance of volunteers having over 20,050 volunteer hours gifted in 2022. Volunteers perform integral parts of daily operations, giving educational and daily services to many disadvantaged youths. We host various volunteer programs, maintaining community outreach and ensuring we recruit dedicated individuals, especially those already serving these regions. We will continue to utilize volunteer forces and expand our efforts to recruit them.            
Planning
We plan to continue expanding our impact throughout the future and pledge to develop and improve our program's reach. We will continue to eradicate global illiteracy and support the communities we are rooted in. At the same time, our international literacy events will continue to inspire advocates globally. We aim to continue tackling our challenges through the coming years. With the reach of our foundation, there are numerous regional challenges we must face. For example, renewable technologies are severely needed within our Sun Books program. We will continue to tackle these regional challenges and bring lasting change with sustainable solutions.
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Major Contributions
           We have different contributors from across the globe. These include the Australian Aid, African Storybook.org, The Salvation Army, and FedEx. We receive various monetary and service resources from these different organizations. These organizations provide support that helps make the eradication of illiteracy a reality. While also helping us maintain inclusive relations with the communities they are rooted in.
           In addition to our partnerships, we give planned and legacy-giving opportunities. Legacy-giving allows for empowered individuals to make a lasting impact. We connect with these donors by having our direct contact be our founder and CEO. We respect how these donors wish their funds to impact and have that conversation start early. 
           These significant contributions help eradicate global literacy. The contributions help us develop renewable and sustainable technologies and resources for disadvantaged youth in an inclusive manner. These solutions help eradicate illiteracy, improving more than 90% of youths' literacy ability.  






In-Kind Contributions
           We understand the significance of in-kind donations. We have various platforms within our website and organization for individuals to donate. On our website, we have a donation section where we list each level of impact. In addition to our conventional donation method, we offer more modern cryptocurrency transactions. We want our donors to understand the impact of their donation. Within our home page, we describe the effective use of each gift and let the donor know the effect their offering will have. Within this donation, we ask for a monthly contribution and an intense support form for our agency. 
           In addition to having online donation options, our agency provides different fundraising campaigns to support our operations. We want community members to work alongside our agency and advocate for global literacy. On our website, our fundraising section outlines how to start a fundraising campaign with us. We want the involved individuals to understand their impact, listing our various statistics on what their contributions achieve.

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Read for Wellness
In 2022, we launched a new initiative called *Read for Wellness”
to address the need of literacy skills and emotional well-being of
vulnerable children facing illness and adversity. “When children
are healthy emotionall, their ability to leam and heal significantly
increases.” Our curated books help struggling children reach
developmental and emotional milestones, empowering them to
come through adversity with increased resilience, and tools for
growth while experiencing the joy of reading. We commenced a pilot
project at Riley Hospital for Children in Indianapolis. We provide
kindlle devices to children with  wider assortment of books.

Community Based Projects

In 2022 we facilitated and empowered 37 local community-
based projects to ignite reading by providing children's books
and literacy resources to regions of the greatest need.

Casa Youth Shelter, CA - USA Reads provided books to refurbish
the shelter's library for over 350 homeless youth served in 2022

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Books Distributions

We aim to encourage children to read over
breaks so they can grow, not just maintain,
literacy levels. We run three major book giving
events throughout the year at each of our four
partner schools: World Book Day, International
Literacy Day, and Holiday Book Giving.

1n2022, we provided 18,400 new or used books
into the hands of children aged 5-13, mainly
who didn’t own a single book. With the support
of “First Book” and a team of volunteers, we
were able to get an estimated 17,000 children
to create a love and habit of reading.

Pop-up libraries

We partner with local organizations
and laundromats that host collapsible
bookshelves with books that children

can take home. We provide everything
free of charge and keep the bookshelves
fully stocked.

EdTech Program

As a strategy to encourage children to
continue reading and learning during school
disruptions, we distribute digital devices pre-
loaded with eBooks.
